Treaty with the Apostolic See aims to protect

religious freedom
October 30, 2024

Representatives of the Czech Republic andAnestolic See signed a treaty on various legal issues
(concordat) on Thursday, 24 October 2024. If the Parliament of the Czech Republic subsequently ap-
proves the ratification of this treaty, the concordat, as a special human rights treaty, will stretigthen
protection of individual and collective religious freedom for all believers in the Czech Republic.
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
